Principal’s Report SAC December 2025

Athletics
The boys and girls' hockey teams continue to have impressive seasons. Both went on to win their most recent tournaments, with the boys' team winning the Parkview Invitational in Bridgewater, and the girls' team winning the Auburn Classic in Cole Harbor. 
The boys' basketball team also successfully claimed a banner at their most recent tournament in PEI, and continue to have a strong season. The girl's basketball team under a new coaching staff continues to compete hard and show steady improvement as the season progresses.
